16. Students should give as many preferences as possible (maximum 

5 for grant-in-aid and maximum 3 for self-finance divisions) so as to 

facilitate the admission process. 

17. Students should note that if any discrepancies are found in the 

information given by the student in the preference form, they may not 

be eligible for admission according to their preference. 

18. Admission of students in Merit List will be subject to verification 

of documents.
